To maintain the reading skills your child has learned, we recommended the following:
e Read daily for at least 10 minutes;
e Ask the child to re-tell the story;
e Discuss the text and clarify any unknown vocabulary and concepts;
e Ask your child’s opinion on the content of the book.
e Ask your child questions that start with; Why do you think......?
e Practice fluency of readers read previously.
