Dear Parents/Guardians, 
 
Your child has the opportunity to be part of the Middle School Musical cast/crew this year and we could 
not be more excited to get started as part of this team. Students may participate in a variety of roles – 
either on-stage or behind the scenes. Rehearsals for the Woodlea Musical will be after-school in the Music 
Room G02/G03 on Tuesdays. These commenced on March 8th. 
 
Being part of the musical is a significant undertaking and it is important that students commit to attending 
ALL scheduled rehearsals, especially those students who obtain lead roles. Students will also be responsible 
for remaining up-to-date with their studies, as well as chasing-up any work missed due to rehearsal days. 
Students will also be required to attend additional occasional lunchtime rehearsals as part of their 
commitment to the show.  
 
Casting a musical requires staff to make difficult decisions and all work very hard to place everyone into a 
suitable role. Please note that all appointments and decisions are final and are to be supported by 
parents/guardians.  Disney’s The Lion King Jr. contains many characters and large chorus numbers, all of 
which are vital to the success of the performance as a whole.  Either format will allow students to experience 
the challenges and complexities of being part of a large-scale production and whilst some level of 
disappointment is expected for children who miss out on lead roles, we ask that you encourage your child to 
embrace the role that they are given and to attend rehearsals with a positive attitude.
